PARENT/TEACHER CONFERENCES

Consistent communication between parents and teachers is key to students’ academic success. Shawnee Mission School
District provides multiple avenues and opportunities for parents and feachers to communicate. Teachers will hold
traditional evening conference times as well as one full day of conferences in October and evening conference time in
February.

INCLEMENT WEATHER PROCEDURES
When school must be closed because of inclement weather, the district will noftify all area radio and television stations.

When the decision is made during the evening prior fo the day of closing, the information will be provided to the media for
broadcast on the 10 p.m. television newscasts and on radio. If the decision is made after 10 p.m., the information will be
provided to radio and television stations for broadcast on the 6 a.m. and subsequent newscasts on the day of the
cancellation.
